nspection & Maintenance has definite utility on emission performance, Regular vehicle inspection to 
be done by the contractor to enhance the efficiency of work and to reduce the risk of unwarranted air 

pollution. 
Fitness certification is a statutory requirement for commercial vehicles and public transport vehicles. 
Periodicity for certification is once in a Year. 
Pollution Under Control (PUC) certificates are required to be obtained every three months for all 

categories of vehicles. In case of diesel vehicles, free acceleration smoke is measured. 
Life of vehicle should be inspected to avoid further air pollution. 
Overloading is another big challenge and the shall be dealt by the proponent as well as State Authorities 

by installing check booth at entry points. 
Viable emission control technologies exist to reduce diesel exhaust emissions designed to control 
particulate matter (PM) should be installed/used such as Diesel oxidation catalysts (DOCs), Diesel 
particulate filters (DPFs), Exhaust gas recirculation (EGR), Selective catalytic reduction (SCR), Lean
