i, Al the construction material and debris shall be carried in the trucks or other vehicles which are fully covered and
protected so as to ensure that the construction debris or the construction material does not get dispersed into the air
or atmosphere, in any form whatsoever.

be completely controlled and all precautions taken in trz

v.  The vehicles carrying construction material and construction debris of any kind should be cleared before it is
permitted to ply on the road after unloading of such material, 2
Vi Every worker working on the construction site and involved in loading, unloading and carriage of construction materizl
and construction debris shall be provided with mask to prevent inhalation of dust particles,
vii. Every owner and/or builder shall be under obli

gation to provide all medical help, investigation and treatment to the

workers involved in the construction of building and carry of construction material and debris relatable to dust

emission,
viii, It shall be the responsibility of every builder to transport construction material and debris waste to construction site,
dumping site or any other place in accordance with rules and in terms of this order.

ix. Al builders/owners should take appropriate measures and strictly comply with by fixing sprinklers and creations of
green air barriers on construction site. Compulsory use of wet-jet in grinding and stone cutting.

X Wind breaking walls around constructing site.
Xi. All builders shall ensure that C&D waste is transported and disposed to the C&D waste site only and due record in that
behalf shall be maintained by the builders and transporters.
xii, Use of covering sheets should be done for trucks to prevent dust dispersion from the trucks, implemented by district
offices.
xiii. Proponent shall ensure that periodical auto maintenance report from the contractor to avoid vehicular pollution.
Xiv. Proponent should manage transportation route for vehicles in a well-planned manner to avoid traffic havocs.
XV. The entry and exit points design is very important as it should not disturb the existing traffic.
Xvi. Inspection & Maintenance has definite utility on emission performance, Regular vehicle inspection to be done by the
contractor to enhance the efficiency of work and to reduce the risk of unwarranted air pollution.
